25/01626/TREEN, Wades Cottages, Cocum Road, Barton Stacey. T1 – Ash Fell.
This application was on behalf of the Parish Council.

[bookmark: _Hlk202534426]25/01745/PIPN Land north of Newton Lane, Barton Stacey. Application for permission in principle for a minimum of 4 and maximum of 6 dwellings. The discussion was that the parish council was supportive of this ‘planning in principle application,’ but with the following caveats and concerns –

· A surveyors report is undertaken with regard to the water table and any run off from the
adjacent land (Barton Stacey Parish Council’s Burial Ground in particular).
· A survey is undertaken due to this application being within the conservation area of
The village.
· A survey is undertaken due to this application being in the vicinity of a listed building
(All Saints Church).
· An archaeological survey is undertaken.
· There is a Highways review to assess the impact of this development on traffic movements
In Newton Lane and the wider village.
· The development is of attractive dwellings that aesthetically fit in this location and mirrors adjacent dwellings, and that these dwelling meet the housing needs of the village.
