As you are aware, the pavilion on the recreation ground was struck by lightning in August 2020 and was completely destroyed.
The process for replacing the pavilion with a new, modern building that will serve the parish of Barton Stacey into the future has begun.
The Parish Council has now agreed a settlement figure with their insurance company, and those affected by the loss of the pavilion have been compensated.
Consultation has taken place with the planning department of Test Valley Borough Council, who have offered their support in our endeavours to replace the pavilion.  Professional advice given by the planners included the need to consider the current location and the benefits it provides, such as already have services connected.  Consideration also must be given to the proximity of the building to the Winterbourne and the possibility of flooding.
Also, after seeking professional advice, it has been decided that a combined new village hall and pavilion would not be a viable option.
This is an important opportunity to ensure that Barton Stacey has a pavilion that will serve the community into the future.  The younger generations are that future so we would like to strongly encourage their participation in this survey.  Please ask as many members of your household as possible to complete the survey.
