The applicant to planning application 24/00562/VARN gave an update on the application. The current build has been slightly hampered by the unfriendly weather of late. The main items for the VARN are to make the building look attractive from the outside.

a)24/00518/TREEN – T1 – Pyrus salicifolisa – Fell – the Old Plough, Cocum Road, Barton Stacey. The tree is located close to the property. Proposed and approved neutral decision.
b)24/00402/FULLN & 24/00401/CLPN Erection of rear extension, pitched roof over existing extension, bay window and first floor window in side elevation & Application for lawful development certificate for proposed loft conversion with rear facing dormer – 10 Roberts Road, Barton Stacey Winchester Hampshire SO21 3RY – Proposed and approved neutral decision
c)24/00562/VARN - Variation of Condition 2 (Approved plans) of 21/02531/FULLN (Redevelopment of garage to provide new classic car showroom, stores, waiting area, offices, toilets and associated parking) to allow for revised main entrance, extended to provide porch area, fire exit and additional rooflights at Winchester Auto Barn, Hill Farm Garage, Andover Road, Sutton Scotney. The plans will give the Auto Barn a smart finish. Proposed and approved neutral decision.

Cllr Tickner has chased the broadband and nothing to report – progress has totally stalled. Cllr Clark confirmed that BSPC have joined the pan parish group run by Houghton PC with regards to the state of the local rivers. They recently had a meeting but sadly no one from BSPC could attend. Cllr Sherwood noticed that the MOD have replaced the fencing at the bottom of Roberts Road, but none of the other issues have been resolved. Clerk will chase MOD contact. Cllr Oliver was asked by a West Road resident about the clearing of drains on the corner of Roberts Road and West Road which she has reported to Highways. Clerk will report again.

26.43 Parish Matters
a)Discuss/agree getting sponsorship for the remembrance poppies. Proposed and approved for Cllr Tickner to plot where the poppies will be located so residents can sponsor specific poppies. Discussion about whether a board can be placed on the Green with information about the Army history. Cllr Tickner to look at some quotes. To discuss both poppies and a board further at April meeting  
b)Discuss/agree renting the recreation ground out for the season and cost. Proposed and approved to offer it for £500 for the season. The team will mark the lines and provide nets and give clerk their public liability insurance. This will be for 15 games starting in September for matches on Sundays at 1030. The clerk  and Cllr Oliver will draw up a contract. 
c)Discuss/agree renting the recreation ground for one off football matches going forward including cost. Proposed and approved to rent out for £40 per game. As above they will be in charge of marking out the lines and providing nets and public liability insurance information. The pitch is currently too waterlogged to use, but as the pitch dries out it will be ready for use. Clerk to put together a contract for these one off games too.

a)Review/agree  BSPC Standing Orders – proposed and agreed. Cllr Oliver signed the paperwork
b)Review/agree BSPC Financial Regulations – proposed and agreed. Cllr Oliver signed the paperwork
c)Review/agree BSPC Asset Register – only addition is the new defib at school. Proposed and agreed. Cllr Oliver signed the register.
d)Review/agree amendments to BSPC Burial Ground Policy. An addition to the policy to include additional inscriptions at £35 which matches the cost at the churchyard.
e)Review/agree amendments to Allotment rules. As per the march meeting the additional wording with regards to re-wilding was added to the policy along with the increase in cost from 1 November 2024 to £55/110 for half/full plot. Clerk will send plot holders the new rules and costs. Proposed and agreed.
